Based around the movie “The King’s Speech” and the Lenten Study 

“Finding your Voice”. 

The film is based on the true story of the second son of King George V, 
Prince Albert, who after his father’s death and brothers’ abdication, 
became King George the VI. 
This is an inspiring story about his transformation from stuttering when 
he spoke to finding his voice.  With the help of Lionel Logie, an Australi-
an speech therapist based in London, his wife’s support and a great 
deal of perseverance, he gives a speech to the nation that is unforgetta-
ble.  In the movie and Lenten study, we come to understand how per-
severance, courage and friendship can help us overcome whatever may 
be holding us back from finding our voice.
