Latest update from Uniting in regards to Grovedale ER.

Previously we had advised we would be closing 5 March, however
we recently received one-off surge funding from the Federal govern-
ment to help support Otways communities impacted by natural
disasters over the summer.

This funding allows us to keep our Grovedale emergency relief cen-
tre open until 30 June 2026. We would love to continue working
with you as normal during this extended service period.

Our move to consolidate operations to Norlane will happen in July
when we'll be opening more days and extended hours. We are also
investigating other ways to reach communities across the Barwon
region.

Closer to the transition of services, we'll be in touch again to share
with you our plans for our new emergency relief operations. Thank
you for supporting us in delivering emergency relief and other ser-
vices to vulnerable people in our community
